Snowcarting – the “Formula 1 on snow” is great fun for everybody. 
A Snow cart is constructed similar to a cart, and as easy to drive. 
Spectacular, but under control your guests will certainly enjoy to 
slide down the slope, and it does not make any difference whether 
they are advanced skiers or whether they do not know anything 
about skiing.
